What are some of the work principles that we see in this text? Were you surprised to see
business principles in the scripture? What skills are you working to sharpen right now?

Ecclesiastes 10:12-14, Proverbs 17:27-28 and 16:24
As you read these texts, what principles does it remind us to consider when we speak? Do
these principles differ based on our audience (speaking to a boss, a child, a spouse etc.)?

What do you do when you disagree with someone in authority over you? How does wisdom
factor into your interactions at work and at home?

Read Ecclesiastes 10:20, Proverbs 21:23 and Proverbs 4:23
What does it mean to “guard your heart”? What practical ways have you found to guard your
heart in your home and in your workplace?
